We also may get information as we process
customer transactions.

We do not disclose nonpublic personal
information about you, except as otherwise
required by law. We do not sell or rent
information to third parties. We limit access to
your information by employees and other
representatives to those individuals who have
a business reason for knowing it. We maintain
physical, electronic and procedural safeguards
to protect this information.
